Alpha Delta Chapter, Inc., a/k/a/ Alpha Delta of Theta Chi Fraternity, Inc. (“Chapter” or “Fraternity”), and,

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Student is a new member of Theta Chi Fraternity and is attending Purdue University, West Lafayette, Indiana; and

WHEREAS, Student desires to be a member of and be associated with the Theta Chi Chapter Fraternity, located at 800 David Ross Road, West Lafayette, Indiana, while attending Purdue University; and

WHEREAS, such membership and association are to be directly related to the Student’s educational services while the Student attends Purdue University; and

WHEREAS, Chapter desires to furnish certain benefits of membership to Student; and

NOW THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the covenants herein contained, it is agreed by the parties as follows:

The term of this contract begins on the date listed at the beginning of this contract or the first day the student begins affiliation with Fraternity and ends on the last day of classes of the last semester the Student attends Purdue University.

During the term of this agreement the Student shall familiarize himself with and abide by all federal, state, and local laws, rules and regulations, and the rules and regulations of Purdue University, of Alpha Delta of Theta Chi Fraternity, and of the Theta Chi National Fraternity as such rules and regulations presently exist and as they may be amended or changed from time to time. Any violation thereof by Student may, at the sole discretion of the Chapter, be considered a breach of this agreement. It is the responsibility of the Student to familiarize himself with bylaws of the Chapter.

The Student shall pay Fraternity the sum of $50.00 per month on or before the 1st day of each of the following months during the academic year: August, September, October, November, December, January, February and March.

In addition to the charges specified above, the Student shall pay to the Chapter such individual charges as he may incur for optional goods and services furnished by the Chapter, such special assessments and fines as the Chapter may levy upon its members, and such candidate fees, initiation fees, building fund fees, and national dues as are customarily charged or assessed by the Chapter. Such charges, assessments, fines, and fees shall be paid as may be determined by the Chapter.

All payments received by the Fraternity from any member shall first be applied to non-uniform charges which have been billed by the Fraternity. The balance of any such payments shall be applied to the regular uniform assessments.

The Student (and his Parent or Guardian, if he is a minor) expressly agrees that at the request of the Fraternity, Purdue University may encumber the records of the Student for failure to pay, when due, all room rental, food charges, and dues that apply uniformly to all members of the Fraternity. (Monies owed to the fraternity for fines, telephone charges and jewelry are examples of costs for which Students may not be encumbered.) The Student (and his Parent or Guardian, if he is a minor) expressly authorizes the University to make the encumbrance with full knowledge that the encumbrance denies the Student access to his transcript of academic records and precludes him from continued enrollment in the University. This encumbrance does not impair or limit the Fraternity from taking legal action with respect to the unpaid obligations for which the encumbrance was made. The encumbrance procedure may not apply to any obligations which may be incurred by the Student after he ceases to be a continuing Student at Purdue University.

Student expressly agrees to the release of his grades and grade average at Purdue University to the Chapter President, the House Corporation, or Advisor of the Fraternity for the purpose of determining recipients for scholarship award where applicable. It is further understood that the general membership of the Fraternity will not have access to said grades.

Student agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and protect Theta Chi Fraternity of Alpha Delta Chapter, Inc., Alpha Delta of Theta Chi Fraternity, Inc., Theta Chi Alumni of Alpha Delta Chapter, Inc., Theta Chi Foundation of Alpha Delta Chapter Inc., Theta Chi National Fraternity and their respective officers, affiliates, shareholders, agents, representatives, and members from any and all damages, awards, judgments or any other liability, including reasonable attorney’s fees, in the event of any claim, action or lawsuit which arises from or in any way relates to any action or inaction of Student. These acts may include, but are not limited to, individual actions or actions of individuals when involved in group activity which may be in violation of behavior as described in this contract, or any other immoral actions or infractions of regulations, ordinances or statutes.

WELCOME

Congratulations! We are pleased you have accepted our invitation to learn more about Theta Chi Fraternity and to become a member of one of the finest Greek organizations on the Purdue campus.

Being a Theta Chi is a tremendous growth opportunity for you that will enrich your college experience and be with you your entire life. Our traditions and ideals have been passed down from generation to generation since 1856.

Being a Theta Chi also carries a responsibility to support the chapter. When you accept your bid, you also agree to live in the chapter house.

Before completion of the new member education program, you must sign a housing contract and agree to live in the chapter house for a minimum of the next four consecutive semesters you attend Purdue or more if the house is under capacity. Failure to do so may mean expulsion from the fraternity.

Our current charge for room and board is $4,300 per semester (or $1,200 per month) and usually increases 3-5% annually. In addition, there is a technology fee of $225 per semester. The one-time refundable security deposit is $1,000. These fees are due next fall before the first day of classes.

As a new member, you will be responsible for a $60 pledging ceremony fee which must be paid on or prior to the ceremony. You will also be responsible for a $250 initiation fee which must be paid prior to initiation. A $50 per month out-of-house member fee will also be due each month of this school year.

Checks are made payable to Theta Chi. Failure to meet all financial obligations may result in suspension of membership.

Membership in Theta Chi also requires your commitment to academic excellence. You will not be permitted to live in the chapter house unless your overall GPA or your spring semester GPA is 2.7 or higher.

Life in a fraternity is much different from life in a dormitory requiring special study practices and social tolerance. At Theta Chi, there is more freedom, more social activities, and more work to support the organization. We strongly encourage you to invite your parents to tour the chapter house during the new member education program and discuss with them the charges and the cultural differences from dorm life.
